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Conclusions

Estimations of progress made from the beginning of the project, especially the results of fieldwork, lead to optimistic expectations that the objectives and tasks of the project will be fulfilled.
The following problems and gaps have been identified during this stage:

· There are no descriptions of favourable conservation status for the particular habitat types and species from the Annexes of the Habitats Directive on the national level. Assessment of favourable conservation status on the local level (for Žuvintas BR) is problematic.
· Coordination of the protection priorities (Birds Directive vs. Habitats Directive) should be started immediately for some areas.
· Additional investigations (including fieldwork) should be performed for status specification of insect species Dytiscus latissimus and Hypodryas maturna in Žuvintas BR.

· Proposals for the management of territories should be reviewed by specialists, who are experienced in apllying of such measures. Consultants from foreign countries can be considered.

· Proposal for establishment of a NATURA 2000 territory in the Amalvas mire complex is not included in the official documents. Further assessments should be performed after the consultations with authorities.
· Little probability exists that this project could substantially supplement or improve the implementation plan for EU WFD in Lithuania (the steering committee seems to be expecting that).

· Discussions on the coordination of strategies can be started with the hydrology workgroup. This can be done in a small separate workgroup responsible for the integration of different proposals.
