g) Discuss if and how these improvements/sub-divisions will affect the classification of the Dovine River, Zuvintas Lake, Dusia Lake, Simnas Lake and Amalvas Lake

h) Discuss how a monitoring of biological data can be part of the national monitoring programme to assess, monitor and analyse the ecological status of rivers and lakes on the long-term in Lithuania 

i. Species composition and abundance

ii. Sampling method, sampling frequency and sampling locations

iii. Part of organisational structure of the national monitoring programme

iv. Dataflow in the national monitoring programme

v. Reporting structure
